aspects of living with a Stage IV diagnosis. The campaign reached
113,450 people. We also organized the second annual Knowledge

is power: Understanding the Black breast cancer experience, an
educational summit that brought together nearly 5,000 women from
across the country and amplified the voices of underrepresented and
underserved individuals in the breast cancer community. Words have
power, and representation matters. Not only does LBBC listen, we
provide a platform to amplify diverse voices.

& Assist those impacted by breast cancer to access the
information they deserve and need

For many, feeling confused, overwhelmed, and scared after being
diagnosed is very real. Knowing that they can rely on trusted
information reduces anxiety and helps people make informed
decisions for themselves. The number of our YouTube subscribers
grew by 101% in 2021, demonstrating that people are searching for
information they can trust. This is why we vet our content with
medical experts, offer year-round educational webinars for healthcare
providers to better understand the needs of the breast cancer
community, and make peer connections to offer support from those
who have been there.

N Nurture and build a community of support

After a breast cancer diagnosis, milestones take on new meaning:
the day you were diagnosed, the day you finish chemo, the day of
your scans, and the list goes on. Finding a new normal takes time

— even for family caregivers and healthcare teams who support
people in treatment. To make sure that we help all those impacted

by breast cancer, we have doubled down on support for our
community. In 2021, we launched a new set of caregiving resources
and introduced the Abby Lessack Caregiver Award to recognize

the critical role caregivers play in quality of life. Our Breast Cancer
Helpline connected nearly 800 people with a trained volunteer with a
similar diagnosis to reduce anxiety, answer questions, and offer peer
support. And through the LBBC Fund, we distributed over $300,000
across the country to pay for basic needs such as rent, utilities, and
transportation bills for 323 women and men in active treatment.

The LBBC Fund is reaching women and men across the United States

to help ease the financial burden of breast cancer; LBBC is proud to
be able to respond to the growing need.

We are so grateful for the collective support and dedication of our
staff, our Board of Directors, our leadership volunteers, and our
individual and corporate donors.
